A reading from the book of Proverbs.

A capable wife who can find2 She is far more precious than jewels. The heart of her
husband trusts in her, and he will have no lack of gain. She does him good, and not
harm, all the days of her life. She seeks wool and flax, and works with wiling hands. She
is like the ships of the merchant, she brings her food from far away. She rises while it is still
night and provides food for her household and tasks for her servant girls. She considers
a field and buys it; with the fruit of her hands she plants a vineyard. She girds herself with
strength, and makes her arms strong. She perceives that her merchandise is profitable.
Her lamp does not go out af night. She puts her hands to the distaff, and her hands hold
the spindle. She opens her hand to the poor, and reaches out her hands to the needy.

She opens her mouth with wisdom,
and the teaching of kindness is on her tfongue. She looks well to the ways of her
household, and does not eat the bread of idleness. Her children rise up and call her
happy; her husband too, and he praises her: "Many women have done excellently, but
you surpass them all." Charm is deceitful, and beauty is vain, but a woman who fears
the Lord is to be praised. Give her a share in the fruit of her hands, and let her works
praise her in the city gates.

Communion

For Communion, please proceed in a single line to the chancel. Each group seated together then
moves to the altar rail in front of the clergy. For a blessing, cross your hands over your chest; for gluten-
free, hold out one hand; for a regular wafer, hold out two hands. The common cup has been deemed
safe, but if you are uncomfortable taking the cup, receiving in one kind is full communion. Infinction
(dipping the waferin the wine) is strictly prohibited. Please remove your mask, receive communion, and
replace your mask before returning to your seat via one of the side aisles.
