First Reading  Esther 7:1-6, 9-10, 9:20-22 

A reading from the book of Esther. 

So the king and Haman went in to feast with Queen Esther. On the second day, as they 
were drinking wine, the king again said to Esther, "What is your petition, Queen Esther? 
It shall be granted you. And what is your request? Even to the half of my kingdom, it shall 
be fulfilled." Then Queen Esther answered, "If I have won your favour, O king, and if it 
pleases the king, let my life be given me - that is my petition - and the lives of my people 
that is my request. For we have been sold, I and my people, to be destroyed, to be 
killed, and to be annihilated. If we had been sold merely as slaves, men and women, I 
would have held my peace; but no enemy can compensate for this damage to the 
king." Then King Ahasuerus said to Queen Esther, "Who is he, and where is he, who has 
presumed to do this?" Esther said, "A foe and enemy, this wicked Haman!" Then Haman 
was terrified before the king and the queen. Then Harbona, one of the eunuchs in 
attendance on the king, said, "Look, the very gallows that Haman has prepared for 
Mordecai, whose word saved the king, stands at Haman's house, fifty cubits high." And 
the king said, "Hang him on that." So they hanged Haman on the gallows that he had 
prepared for Mordecai. Then the anger of the king abated. Mordecai recorded these 
things, and sent letters to all the Jews who were in all the provinces of King Ahasuerus, 
both near and far, enjoining them that they should keep the fourteenth day of the 
month Adar and also the fifteenth day of the same month, year by year, as the days on 
which the Jews gained relief from their enemies, and as the month that had been 
turned for them from sorrow into gladness and from mourning into a holiday; that they 
should make them days of feasting and gladness, days for sending gifts of food to one 
another and presents to the poor.

John said to Jesus, "Teacher, we saw someone casting out demons in your name, and 
we tried to stop him, because he was not following us." But Jesus said, "Do not stop him;

evil of me. Whoever is not against us is for us. For truly I tell you, whoever gives you a cup 
of water to drink because you bear the name of Christ will by no means lose the reward. 
If any of you put a stumbling block before one of these little ones who believe in me, it 
would be better for you if a great millstone were hung around your neck and you were 
thrown into the sea. If your hand causes you to stumble, cut it off; it is better for you to 
enter life maimed than to have two hands and to go to hell, to the unquenchable fire. 
And if your foot causes you to stumble, cut it off; it is better for you to enter life lame 
than to have two feet and to be thrown into hell. And if your eye causes you to stumble, 
tear it out; it is better for you to enter the kingdom of God with one eye than to have 
two eyes and to be thrown into hell, where their worm never dies, and the fire is never 
quenched. For everyone will be salted with fire. Salt is good; but if salt has lost its saltiness, 
how can you season it? Have salt in yourselves, and be at peace with one another."

through faith in his blood, we and all thy whole Church may obtain remission of our sins, 
and all other benefits of his passion; And we pray that by the power of thy Holy Spirit, all 
we who are partakers of this holy Communion may be fulfilled with thy grace and 
heavenly benediction; through Jesus Christ our Lord, by whom and with whom, in the 
unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, O Father Almighty, world 
without end.

Communion 
For Communion, please proceed in a single line to the chancel. Each group seated together then 
moves to the altar rail in front of the clergy. For a blessing, cross your hands over your chest; for gluten-
free, hold out one hand; for a regular wafer, hold out two hands. The common cup has been deemed 
safe, but if you are uncomfortable taking the cup, receiving in one kind is full communion. Intinction 
(dipping the wafer in the wine) is strictly prohibited. Please remove your mask, receive communion, and 
replace your mask before returning to your seat via one of the side aisles.
