A reading from the second book of Samuel. 

Now these are the last words of David: The oracle of David, son of Jesse, the oracle of 
the man whom God exalted, the anointed of the God of Jacob, the favourite of the 
Strong One of Israel: The spirit of the Lord speaks through me, his word is upon my tongue. 
The God of Israel has spoken, the Rock of Israel has said to me: One who rules over 
people justly, ruling in the fear of God, is like the light of morning, like the sun rising on a 
cloudless morning, gleaming from the rain on the grassy land. Is not my house like this 
with God? For he has made with me an everlasting covenant, ordered in all things and 
secure.

Likewise after supper he took the Cup; and, when he had given thanks, he gave it to 
them, saying, Drink ye all, of this; for this is my Blood of the new Covenant, which is shed 
for you and for many for the remission of sins: Do this, as oft as ye shall drink it, in 
remembrance of me.  

Wherefore, O Father, Lord of heaven and earth, we thy humble servants, with all thy 
holy Church, remembering the precious death of thy beloved Son, his mighty 
resurrection, and glorious ascension, and looking for his coming again in glory, do make 
before thee, in this sacrament of the holy Bread of eternal life and Cup of everlasting 
salvation, the memorial which he hath commanded;  

And we entirely desire thy fatherly goodness mercifully to accept this our sacrifice of 
praise and thanksgiving, most humbly beseeching thee to grant, that by the merits and 
death of thy Son Jesus Christ, and through faith in his blood, we and all thy whole Church 
may obtain remission of our sins, and all other benefits of his passion; And we pray that 
by the power of thy Holy Spirit, all we who are partakers of this holy Communion may be 
fulfilled with thy grace and heavenly benediction; through Jesus Christ our Lord, by 
whom and with whom, in the unity of the Holy Spirit, all honour and glory be unto thee, 
O Father Almighty, world without end. Amen.

Communion 
For Communion, please proceed to the altar rail in two lines. For a blessing, cross your hands over your 
chest; for gluten-free, hold out one hand; for a regular wafer, hold out two hands. The common cup 
has been deemed safe, but if you are uncomfortable taking the cup, receiving in one kind is full 
communion. Intinction (dipping the wafer in the wine) is strictly prohibited. Please remove your mask, 
receive communion, and replace your mask before returning to your seat via one of the side aisles.
